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[bookmark: _GoBack]The online space is enabling me to interact one-on-one with students in a way that’s very hard to do in a traditional lecture hall environment. In a lecture classroom, you can get a certain amount of face-to-face interaction. You get some through a Socratic-style dialogue. You get some one-on-one discussion. And the top students will find you in your office and you’ll have some office hours for some individual interaction with those students in the office. But that’s about it as far as it goes, direct professor-student interaction. When you’re working online, you may not be visiting face-to-face with them as much, but you’re engaged in a whole bunch of direct – whether it through discussion boards, whether it’s through chat rooms, whether it’s even just through emails – Something as mundane and 1990’s as emails – sort of direct, dealing straight with students one at a time on assignments, on quizzes, on specific questions they may have. And I think the overall professor-student interaction is actually substantially increased that way. 
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
